ENACTED by the Parliament of Barbados as follows:



PART I

PRELIMINARY

Short title

This Act may be cited as the Rural and Urban Development
Commission Act, 2025.

Interpretation

In this Act,

“Commission” means the Rural and Urban Development Commission
established under section 4;

“disposal of land” means disposal, whether by sale, exchange or otherwise;

“Fund” means the Rural and Urban Development Fund established under section
16;

“Minister” means the Minister responsible for the Rural and Urban Development
Commission;

“Rural Development Commission” means the Commission that was established
under the Rural Development Commission Act, Cap. 238; and

“Urban Development Commission” the Commission that was established under
the Urban Development Commission Act, Cap. 241.

Designation of land for development

The Minister may by order designate an area for development for the
purposes of this Act.

An order referred to in subsection (1) shall be subject to affirmative
resolution.

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PART II

ADMINISTRATION

Establishment of Commission

There is established a Commission to be known as the Rural and Urban
Development Commission.

The First Schedule has effect with respect to the constitution of the
Commission and otherwise in relation hereto.

The Commission is a body corporate to which section 21 of the
Interpretation Act, Cap. 1 applies.

Functions of the Commission

The functions of the Commission are set out as follows:

to acquire, hold or manage land and other property of any kind for the
purposes of this Act;

to dispose of such land or other property on such terms and conditions
as the Minister determines;

to construct, maintain and repair buildings;

to provide housing;

to provide for and improve social amenities and recreational facilities;

to carry on any business or undertaking, including the provision of
ancillary services for the purpose of this Act;

to make advances to persons on such conditions and with such
securities as may be prescribed by the Minister for any of the following
purposes:

The Commission may

Appointment of Chief Executive Officer

The Commission shall, with the approval of the Minister, appoint a
Chief Executive Officer.

The Chief Executive Officer shall perform such functions as may be
conferred on him by the Commission.

The Chief Executive Officer is subject to the directions of the Commission
and is responsible to the Commission for the execution of its policy and the
management of its affairs.

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Remuneration of Chief Executive Officer

The Commission shall pay the Chief Executive Officer such
remuneration and allowance, if any, as the Minister determines.

Appointment of staff

The Commission may appoint and employ such other officers, agents
and servants as it considers necessary for the proper carrying into effect of this
Act, at such remuneration and on such terms and conditions as the Minister
approves in writing.

Notwithstanding subsection (1) no post shall be established and no salary
in excess of such amount as the Minister may determine and may notify in writing
to the Commission shall be assigned to any post without the prior approval of the
Minister.

Subject to this Act and to the Statutory Boards (Pensions) Act, Cap. 384,
no provision shall be made for the payment of any pension, gratuity or other like
benefit to any person employed by the Commission without the prior approval
in writing of the Minister.

Pension rights and service

Where a public officer is seconded or temporarily transferred from a
pensionable office within the meaning of section 2(1) of the Pensions Act,
Cap. 25 to perform any service with the Commission, his service with the
Commission shall, unless the President otherwise decides, be pensionable under
that Act as if the officer had not been so seconded or transferred.

Where a person employed by the Commission is released by the
Commission to provide services within the public service, he is entitled to such
benefits and terms of employment as are applicable to the post which he occupies;
and his service with the Commission shall be taken into account as continuous
service with the State and the Pensions Act and Pensions Regulations,

1947 (1947/20) shall apply to him as if his service with the Commission were
service within the meaning of that Act.

Where a public officer is transferred to the service of the Commission in
accordance with subsection (4), the Commission shall refund to the Consolidated
Fund all monies payable as pension in respect of the service of that officer with
the Commission.

Where

a public officer is transferred to an office in service of the Commission;

The Commission, an officer or an employee of the Commission or an
expert retained to assist the Commission shall comply with the provisions of the
Data Protection Act, 2019 (Act 2019-29) and shall keep confidential all
information coming to his knowledge during the performance of his functions
under this Act or any enactment which relates to the private affairs of a person
except insofar as disclosure is necessary for

A person who contravenes subsection (1) is guilty of an offence and is
liable on summary conviction to a fine of $40 000 or to imprisonment for 6
months, or to both.

Limitation of powers of Commission

Notwithstanding the powers conferred on the Commission by section
9, the Commission shall not, without the prior approval of the Minister,

assign to any post established by the Commission any salary in excess
of such amount per annum as the Minister may determine and notify
to the Commission in writing;

appoint any person to a post established by the Commission to which
a salary in excess of the amount determined by the Minister under
paragraph (a) is assigned; or

make any provision for the payment of pensions, gratuities or like
benefits to any officer or servant of the Commission or to others by
reference to their service to the Commission.

Directions of Minister

The Minister may

give the Commission directions of a general nature in respect of the
policy to be followed by the Commission in the performance of its
functions under this Act, and the Commission shall comply with those
directions;

Disclosure

A member of the Commission who has any interest in a company or
other entity with which the Commission proposes to enter into a contract or
otherwise transact business shall disclose to the Commission the particulars of
that interest; and details of the disclosure shall be recorded in the minutes taken
at the meeting at which the disclosure is made.

For the purposes of this section, a general notice to other members by a
member to the effect that he is also a member of a specified company or other
entity and is to be regarded as interested in any contract which may after the date
of the notice be made with the company or other entity shall be deemed to be
sufficient declaration of interest in relation to any contract so made.

A notice mentioned in subsection (2) has no effect unless it is given at a
meeting of the Commission, or unless the members concerned take reasonable
steps to secure that it is brought up and read at the next meeting of the Commission
after it is given.

A member shall not vote in respect of any contract in which he is interested
and, if he does so, his vote shall not be counted nor shall he be counted in the
quorum present on the consideration of any such contract.

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Rural and Urban Development Fund

There is hereby established a Rural and Urban Development Fund, the
resources of which shall comprise

such amounts as may be voted for the purpose by Parliament;

such amounts as may be borrowed by the Commission for its purposes;

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No money shall be raised on the credit of the State to be guaranteed by the
Government except under the authority of the Act or a resolution of Parliament
and any such resolution shall be made prior to the loan being contracted or a
guarantee granted.

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PART III

Renewal plan

The Commission shall prepare and submit to the Minister a renewal
plan which

shall serve as a guide for the carrying out of the re-development for the
purposes of this Act;

In determining for the purposes of this section whether a house is fit for
human habitation, regard may be had to the extent, if any, to which it suffers from
sanitary defects.

Where persons are displaced as a result of any action taken by the
Commission pursuant to subsection (2) the Commission shall satisfy itself that
suitable alternative accommodation is available for the affected persons.

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Appeals

A person served with a notice under section 22(1) or any other person
having an estate or interest in the building to which the notice relates, may, at
any time before the expiration of the period specified in the notice pursuant to
section 22(2) and in accordance with any rules of court, appeal to a Judge in
Chambers against the notice on any of the following grounds:

that the notice or requirement is not justified for the protection of or in
the interest of public health;

that there is some informality, defect or error in or in connection with
the notice;

When a demolition order is to be carried out, no land to which the
order applies shall be used for building purposes or otherwise developed except
subject to such restrictions and conditions as the Commission may think fit to
impose.

Any owner who is aggrieved by a restriction or condition referred to in
subsection (1), or by a refusal of the Commission to cancel or modify any such
restriction or condition, may, within 28 days, appeal to a Judge in Chambers, who
may make such order as he thinks proper and the decision of the Judge shall be
final.

Assessment and compensation

Where any land or building or any interest therein is compulsorily
acquired under the Land Acquisition Act, Cap.

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assessed and shall be paid to the owner of such land or building or interest therein,
subject to this Act, in accordance with the Land Acquisition Act.

The Commission shall forthwith out of its own funds pay into the
Consolidated Fund any compensation payable pursuant to the Land Acquisition

In assessing the amount of compensation payable under the Land
Acquisition Act to the owner of any land or building or to any person with any
interest therein for the purposes of this Act, regard shall be had to the
following:

compensation payable shall be as in paragraph (c) of subsection (3).

Where a building is used partly for the purposes of a dwelling house and
partly for other purposes, no compensation shall be payable where the part of the

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building used for purposes other than as a dwelling house is, by reason of disrepair
or sanitary defects, regarded as unfit for human habitation.

In determining for the purposes of this Act whether a house is fit for human
habitation, regard shall be had to the extent to which by reason of disrepair or
sanitary defects the house falls short of the provisions of the Health Services
(Building) Regulations, 1969 (S.I. 1969 No. 233).

The owner of any building that is regarded as unfit for human habitation,
on making a request to the Commission in writing, is entitled to be furnished by
the Commission with a statement in writing of its reasons for deciding that the
building is so unfit.

Payment in respect of well-maintained houses

Where a property, or part thereof, is well-maintained and does not
have any sanitary or other defects, but is to be acquired for a public purpose, the
value of the property shall be paid in full by the State.

to the amount by which the aggregate expenditure shown to the
satisfaction of the Commission to have been incurred in maintaining
the house during the 5 years immediately before the date on which the
